


Wiring (see page 4):

o Make appropriate connections, 120V to black OR 277 volt to red, common to white and green to ground
o  Place connections inside j-box and replace cover

o  Ensure dimmer is compatible with transformer supplied.

B. Rough-in installation of housing

Installation with 1/2” conduit (Ensure bottom of housing sits flush with top of ceiling.)
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C. ADJUST ADAPTOR PLATE
WARNING - MISSING STEPS CAN RESULT IN AN UNSATIFACTORY INSTALLATION FINISH

ROUND OVERLAP trims need to be adjusted before

BEFORE WALL BOARD INSTALLATION:

Remove dust shield and adjust plate using the supplied °
9/64” hex wrench. Adjust adaptor plate for proper ceiling
thickness by loosening all (3) RED hex bolts. Replace

dust shield when done. /
Adjust plate to be level with face of drywall, gimbal if ‘ ﬁ
